ONE HEART REVIVAL 

We are going to have a series of revival meeting on February 19-22 with          
Dr. Charles Roesel preaching in those meetings. Dr. Roesel leads in many          
conferences across the nation and in Canada including Church Growth          
Institutes, State Evangelism Conferences, National Evangelism Conferences, 
Ridgecrest, Glorietta, Lake Yale and Intentional Transitional Pastor Training for 
LifeWay. He also teaches at several of our Southern Baptist seminaries.          
Dr. Roesel has been an influential leader in the Southern Baptist Convention   
for many years. Richard H. Harris, Interim President, North American Mission 
Board, was quoted as saying, “NAMB is honored to have the assistance of      
Dr. Roesel in telling the story of North American missions. Few people have the  
passion for evangelism as Dr. Roesel, as evidenced by his long track record, 
especially at First Baptist Church in Leesburg, Fla., where 7,000 baptisms took 
place during his years as pastor there. Dr. Roesel is recognized by leaders at 
all levels of the Southern Baptist Convention, including nationally, by state         
conventions, associations, churches, seminaries and other SBC entities. He  
will greatly enhance NAMB's focus on sharing Christ, starting churches and     
sending missionaries -- plus the implementation of God's Plan for Sharing 
(GPS), the national Southern Baptist evangelism outreach slated to launch in 
2010.” Please continue to pray for Dr. Roesel as he prepares to lead us in our 
revival and pray that our hearts will be receptive to God’s word.
